The petition for a contested case hearing must be filed in accordance with the provision of North Carolina General Statutes 130A-24 and 150B-23 and all other applicable provisions of Chapter 150B. N.C. General Statute 130A-335 (g) provides that your hearing would be held in the county where your property is located.

Please note: If you wish to pursue a formal appeal, you must file the petition form with the Office of Administrative Hearings WITHIN 30 DAYS OF THE DATE OF THIS LETTER.  The date of this letter is ___________________ (Date).  Meeting the 30-day deadline is critical to your right to a formal appeal.  Beginning a formal appeal within 30 days will not interfere with any informal review that you might request.  Do not wait for the outcome of any informal review if you wish to file a formal appeal.

If you file a petition for a contested case hearing with the Office of Administrative Hearings, you are required by law (N.C.
